1. Information for applicants

CVC Capital Partners (“CVC”) is a private equity and investment advisory firm, who since 2011 has an established foundation, The CVC Foundation. The mission of the foundation is to use the resources of CVC to make a measurable impact on the lives of disadvantaged children and young people in the communities where it operates.

For the third year running, London Youth is partnering with CVC Capital Partners to offer its members small grants to run activities for young people during the summer holidays.

The CVC Foundation has made funding available for London Youth to distribute to member organisations focused towards the following criteria:

· Achieved a level of the London Youth Quality Mark in the last three years or another quality assurance framework that is recognised nationally (e.g PQASSO or ClubMark)
· Young people’s involvement in the activities
· Able to identify how the funding will be spent and how the charity needs will be met through the activities
· Sustained impact for the young people that take part in it, in particular to promote and improve (i) employability skills, (ii) sports, health and nutrition and (iii) community involvement and volunteering

How much and what can organisations spend the money on?
In total there is £40,000 of funds available for this year’s summer grants programme, as well as an additional £5,000 for our members to deliver Sporty Money Twist sessions during the summer (see next page for more details on Sporty Money Twist). Following a panel review, CVC will determine how much to award to each organisation based on the strength of their application considering the criteria focus as outlined above.

As a member there are three CVC Capital Partners summer grant programme options you can apply for:

Option A: You can submit an application for up to £5,000 to support the delivery of your organisation’s summer programme
Option B: You can submit an application for up to a maximum of two Sporty Money Twist sessions delivered by MyBnk for up to 30 young people
Option C: You can submit an application for up to £5,000 to support the delivery of your organisation’s summer programme + up to a maximum of two Sporty Money Twist sessions delivered by MyBnk for up to 30 young people


Sporty Money Twist
Sporty Money Twist is an innovative blend of active games and discussion that communicates key financial messages in a fun and effective way. The programme is designed to get young people thinking and caring about their finances, both now and in the short and long term future. 

Key facts: Most suitable for 14-18 year olds, sessions can accommodate 12-30 young people, sessions typically last 2 hours
